Regulations for Lent 

 
Catholics from 18-59 years of age are 
bound by the laws of fast and absti-
nence.  Fast Days (when one full 
meal and two small meals not equal-
ing the main meal is allowed) are  
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  
Days of Abstinence (when eating 
meat is not permitted) are Ash 
Wednesday, all the Fridays of Lent, 
and Good Friday.

First Reading — God’s people enter the promised 
land, observe the Passover, and eat of the produce of 
the land (Joshua 5:9a, 10-12) or 1 Samuel 16:1b, 6-7, 
10-13a. 
Psalm — Taste and see the goodness of the Lord  
(Psalm 34) or Psalm 23. 
Second Reading — We are now ambassadors for 
Christ (2 Corinthians 5:17-21) or Ephesians 5:8-14. 
Gospel — We must rejoice when our brother who was 
dead in sin repents and comes back to life (Luke 15:1-
3, 11-32) or John 9:1-41 [1, 6-9, 13-17, 34-38].
