RIGHT RELATIONSHIPS 
 Our God is about relationships. In the first reading, Moses reminds 
the Israelites that the laws, which are already in their hearts, keep them in 
right relationship with the God who loves them so much that they always 
find forgiveness. Centuries later, along comes Jesus, whom Paul de-
scribes to the Colossians as “the image of the invisible God,” the very 
embodiment of this God of love. In his parable about the good Samari-
tan, Jesus explains how the law of love overrules the letter of the law. 
Instead of answering the question “Who is my neighbor?” Jesus demon-
strates that it is not about who is worthy of being loved, but rather loving 
as God loves—about being neighbor, about being the good Samaritan. 
Jesus wants us to continue his work as images of this God of love by lov-
ing all people, even those who seem to be our enemies.

Three Years of EucharisƟc Revival 
 
 The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops has announced that the next three years will be a 
Ɵme of revival of faith and devoƟon to the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist. This unprecedented period of 
renewal began on Sunday, June 19, the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ, more common-
ly called Corpus ChrisƟ.  
 
 The reason for this Ɵme of revival was occasioned in great part by the results of a survey of pracƟcing 
Catholics about their belief in the Eucharist. The survey, conducted by the Pew FoundaƟon in 2019, uncov-
ered that approximately two-thirds of pracƟcing Catholics do not believe that the Body and Blood of Christ is 
really present in the Sacrament of the Eucharist. This finding is, to say the least, dangerously alarming. 
 
 The Eucharist is the soul of the Catholic Church, the heart of our religion. If it is not really, truly, sub-
stanƟally, the Body and Blood of Christ, then every other aspect of our faith collapses. The bishops of our 
country have rightly discerned that there must be a concerted and long-term aƩempt to renew and revive 
the EucharisƟc faith of American Catholics. During the next three years, there will be mulƟple efforts, both 
locally and naƟonally, to rekindle our faith and love for the Sacrament of Christ’s Body and Blood, Soul and 
Divinity. 
 
 Here at St. BernadeƩe our many Ɵmes of EucharisƟc AdoraƟon all through the year, our reverent and 
beauƟful celebraƟons of the Mass, as well as a vibrant religious educaƟon program for our young people in 
our Catholic Academy and religious educaƟon program are steps that have already been taken to proclaim 
our EucharisƟc faith. During the next three years, we will double down on that effort. Programs of adult faith 
formaƟon will be made available to re-catechize our parishioners, more opportuniƟes for EucharisƟc reflec-
Ɵon and adoraƟon will take place, as well as greater menƟon of the Eucharist in preaching, and other acƟvi-
Ɵes will aƩempt to help us take part in this immense opportunity for EucharisƟc revival. 
 
 Please watch the bulleƟn and parish website for announcements about these opportuniƟes. Please 
make every aƩempt to aƩend at least one of these programs during each of the next three years. Above all, 
please pray every day for a rekindling of faith and love for this Holy Sacrament.
