Isaiah embraces his role 
as God’s servant and works to bring glory not only to Israel, but to the en-
tire world. In a similar way, Saint Paul identifies himself as Christ’s wit-
ness in the world and reminds the Corinthians of their life goal: “to be ho-
ly.” The Gospel shows us John the Baptist, servant and witness, attentive 
to God’s loving orders, the divine plan for salvation.
