Don't Be Scammed! (by Father Jeremy)

In my previous assignment, I remember receiving an e-mail appearing to be from my pastor
asking me to "reply back.” The only option I was given was to reply to the e-mail -- not to
call and not to text.

For me, it was easy to identify the scam. At the time, my pastor was away from the par-

ish. But even if I didn't know that, I would still have recognized what was going on. 1
checked the actual e-mail address that sent the e-mail and it was not one that my pastor had
ever used. And besides that, [ figured that if he had something so important to tell me, he
would have just put it in the initial message, instead of getting me to reply to find out more.

I have heard of many who have lost money to a wide variety of scams. Don't let it happen to
you! I want to share some questions to ask yourself whenever a communication of any kind
comes in:

1) Do I feel pressured to act right away? Many scams make you feel as if you need to do
something, such as send money or visit an Internet page, as soon as you possibly can in or-
der to avoid something terrible happening like a financial penalty or legal prosecu-

tion. Don't be intimidated!

2) Does this communication really make sense? Given my pre-existing relationship with
this person or corporation, does this communication naturally follow? Or--on the other
hand--is it suspiciously random? There is a good chance that a random and unexpected re-
quest for you to provide funds, personal information, or similar things is not legitimate.

3) Am I given a fair amount of options? Or am I being pushed into giving money or com-
municating in only one way? For example, you may be told that any funds you

send must be in the form of a gift card, or that the only way to communicate is by e-

mail. Most legitimate businesses should instead give you some choices for communicating
and handling a real problem.

4) Is the communication properly professional? Or are there spelling, grammar, or format-
ting errors? Errors suggest that a random individual—not a business that is genuinely seek-
ing the trust of its customers—composed the message.

If you suspect a scam but aren’t sure, try to independently verify by calling in using a phone
number that you already knew beforehand, such as a publicly-listed customer service num-
ber, or by going through an official website that you are already familiar with, or something
similar.

Please also reach out to us through our official communication means (found on the cover of
our weekly bulletin) if you suspect someone trying to contact you and pretending to be from

Saint Bernadette's.
