“Radiation Therapy of Adoration” 

 
“Half an hour’s meditation each day is essential, except when you are 
busy. Then a full hour is needed.”  —Saint Francis de Sales 
 
As I’ve been saying since my arrival here a few weeks ago, one of the 
things I’m so happy to see in our parish is people routinely making a 
visit to the church.  These are visits that are unrelated to Masses, Con-
fessions, or any other prescheduled purpose and they seem to happen at 
an especially high frequency here at Saint Bernadette’s.  The people vis-
iting simply want to encounter the Lord and may be praying their own 
set prayers, or meditating on particular spiritual matters, or engaging in 
what Bishop Robert Barron (currently stationed in Minnesota) refers to 
as a type of “radiation therapy,” simply being in the presence of the 
Lord in the Blessed Sacrament and letting Him do what He wills, with-
out necessarily having to say anything or account for the time. 
 
I’ve also been approached with requests for more times for Exposition 
of the Blessed Sacrament — times when Jesus can be adored more visi-
bly since the Host is out on top of the altar, rather than simply locked in 
the closed tabernacle.  While I know that the monthly cenacle ordinarily 
meets on First Fridays at 11a.m. here in the church in part for this pur-
pose, I’m well aware of the desire to do this at other convenient 
times.  We’ll work on it! 
 
Saint Francis de Sales’ somewhat humorous quote above, while of 
course not a specific time requirement imposed as a direct command on 
any Catholic, still may represent the attitude that those kneeling or sit-
ting in our church throughout the day bring.  They may be acutely 
aware that the number of worldly distractions to the faith increases day 
by day, and they may know how important it is to actively stay rooted in 
things eternal.
