2024 AND NEW CONFESSIONS SCHEDULE

Dear Parishioners,

As the end of another calendar year often naturally leads us to take stock,
the priests of the parish also find themselves looking for the best practices
with regard to their respective ministries. Saying a Mass, hearing a confes-
sion, consoling a family mourning the loss of a loved one (or a family antici-
pating such a loss), preparing engaged couples for weddings (or new par-
ents for Baptisms), visiting a classroom or the homebound, attending a
meeting or school event, looking after the parish accounts or infrastructure,
taking part in diocesan activities (Father Juan, for example has diocesan
obligations outside the parish as chaplain to Saint Joseph’s College and as
an adjunct professor of theology for deacons-to-be), trying to get involved
with lay associations and local civic matters. . . the list goes on! Each of
these items can often be simple and straightforward by themselves, but
when piled atop one another, they can easily drain energy to the point that
the priest may end up not doing any of them well!

On November 3rd, Bishop Brennan wrote a letter to all of the Catholics in
Brooklyn and Queens in which he made reference to, among other things,
possible reductions in Mass schedules in parishes, especially due to a
shortage of priests. | am glad to say that at this time | do not find reduc-
tions in Masses necessary here at Saint Bernadette's. In fact, it is a pleas-
ure to formally announce that we are now open every Thursday evening,
6:30-8:30p.m. for quiet adoration of the Blessed Sacrament!

We do, however, have a fairly unique practice relative to other parishes in
having near-daily scheduled Confession. As you can tell, | enjoy highlight-
ing what makes this parish special, and | would like to keep this particular
special feature within our Shrine Church alive and well, but a slight trim-
ming of the schedule is necessary. While some may lose their favorite
exact times for making use of the confessional, the priests of the parish still
believe that this small change will both: a) help us to be better ministers to
the parish in general, attending to other areas of parish life and bringing
them an increased priestly presence, and: b) maintain a high degree of
access to Confession for the vast majority of our parishioners and visitors.

As of January 2024, the new hours for Confessions are:

Monday through Friday: 8:30-8:50a.m.

(Also on Friday only: 6:30-6:50a.m., for those who appreciate those dawn-
twilight moments of grace!)

Saturday: 7:30-7:50a.m., 1:00-1:30p.m., and 4:50-5:20p.m.

Most of our Confession times continue to be immediately before the cele-
bration of Mass. We recommend arriving at least 10 minutes before the
close of any Confession session (that is 20 minutes before the respective
Mass begins) to ensure that there is time for the sacrament to be celebrat-
ed reverently. A reminder that Confession also can always be sched-
uled by appointment with a priest, at any mutually convenient time!

Father Juan and | thank you sincerely for your understanding and look for-
ward to being there for you and your families throughout this new calendar
year 2024 with whatever graces and challenges it may include! On behalf
of the Priests, Deacons, Sisters, and the staff of our Shrine Church and
wonderful Academy. . .Happy New Year!
