Two plaque display cases with LED lighting were
installed.

A temporary statue of St. Bernadette will be placed
at the Grotto until we purchase and receive a new
one.

We are still waiting for the building of three cinder
block platforms to support three new statues that will
be purchased for this part of the Grotto area where
new trees were planted.

Dear Parishioners,

Having completed a year as your Pastor here, I want to express thanks for all of the words and
gestures of welcome and encouragement. I am also thankful that so many are willing to express their
support of Saint Bernadette through various types of monetary gifts. While money is not what being
Catholic is all about, such gifts are a sign of commitment and dedication to the mission of our parish,
and are often a necessary reality in order to maintain the infrastructural and institutional aspects of
parish life. T have had the opportunity over this past year to learn so much about our parish’s
participation in the Generations of Faith capital campaign last decade. Generations of Faith has
benefited Youth Ministry, the pension plan for retired Priests, and—of course—our parish.

The original case components for our parish within Generations of Faith included the
repointing and refurbishing of the front of our Shrine Church, the refurbishing of the organ, and the
repair of the concrete sidewalk in front of the rectory. As you can see, “fixing up” was the central
theme of Generations of Faith here at Saint Bernadette. It is always my goal to make decisions that are
in the best interest of our parish. There is now an urgent need to replace the roof over the Baptismal
Font and to install new gutters. We also need to complete the brick-pointing on the side of the Church.
Finally, Torregrossa Hall (the auditorium connected to the Church) is in need of adequate climate-
control (heating and air-conditioning) appropriate for its many uses both for our parish and for our
Academy.

To meet these needs, our parish requires funds raised from Generations of Faith. To that end
and in collaboration with the Parish Council and Finance Council, the parish case component has been
amended to include:

*  Replacement of the roof over the Baptismal Font, installation of new gutters, and followup
painting

¢ Completion of brick-pointing on the side of the Church
¢ Climate-control (heating and air-conditioning) systems in Torregrossa Hall

I thank you for your understanding of these changes, which are reflective of the needs of our
parish at the current moment while honoring the long-term goal of maintaining the infrastructure that

we use in our worship and service of almighty God.
