Grotto Restoration Work Progress Status-9-22-24

We have secured the services of a restoration artist
that will fix the broken fingers on our St. Bernadette
statue and will repaint it as we recommended. This
will avoid us having to order a new one as previously
reported.

Progress has been made on the purchase of the LED
candle rack for the back of the Grotto altar. A proto-
type was approved and ordered. It will contain 68
blue LED candles. Expected delivery and installation
will take about two months. Some electrical outlets
will have to be modified to accommodate the rack.
An electrician has been advised.

Unfortunately no progress has been made concerning
the building of three cinder block platforms to sup-
port three new statues that will be purchased for the
left side of the Grotto area where new trees were plat-
ed.

Plaque purchase forms are available in the back of the
Church and in the Rectory. Thank you and we appre-
ciate your support so that we can complete the pro-
ject.
