The mission of St. Bernadette Catholic Academy is to edu-
cate the whole child, fostering and stimulating in students an 
awareness of their Baptismal gift of Faith, recognition of 
their own God-given talents, and to empower students to 
mature into successful Catholic Christian adult citizens.  

LENTEN REGULATIONS 2025 
 
Catholics practice abstinence and fasting, not in any way to suggest 
that food is a bad thing, but because the inconvenience and light suffer-
ing associated with these practices help us, among other things, to be 
more mindful of the sufferings of Jesus on the Cross and that our true 
peace and joy comes from a source other than worldly satisfac-
tion.  Also, by practicing some penances together as Catholics through-
out the world, we grow in greater solidarity. 
 
Abstinence: All the faithful who have reached 14 years of age are 
required to abstain from meat 
on Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent. 
 
Fasting: All the faithful between the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive are 
bound to fast on Ash 
Wednesday and on Good Friday. Fasting means limiting oneself to one 
full meal and avoiding 
food between meals. Light sustenance may be taken on two other occa-
sions during the day. 
Coffee, tea and juice are permitted at any time. 
 
Easter Duty: After they have been fully initiated into the Most Holy 
Eucharist, all the faithful 
are bound to receive Holy Communion at least once a year. This pre-
cept must be fulfilled in the 
Easter Season unless, for a good reason, it is fulfilled at another time. 
By special permission, in 
the USA, the period for fulfilling this precept is extended to include the 
period from the 1st 
Sunday of Lent (March 9 until Pentecost June 8).
