1) There is no 5:30p.m. Mass on Holy Saturday, April 19th. Furthermore, there are no morning Masses or Con-
fessions on Holy Thursday, Good Friday, or Holy Saturday. You may consider sanctifying these mornings by attend-
ing Morning Prayer at 9a.m. at nearby Saint Frances Cabrini Parish (86th St and Bay 11th St).

2) Our usual Quiet Adoration on Thursday is replaced with the Mass of the Lord's Supper on Holy Thursday.
