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Dear Parishioners,

Due to bulletin deadlines, this is my first opportunity to put into writing that, as many already know, Father Juan has
received a new assignment from Bishop Brennan that takes effect on November 28th, and so he is concluding over six
years of priestly ministry here at Saint Bernadette.

Father Juan's new assignment is surprising for everybody! He is responding to a special need that has unexpectedly
come up in our Diocese. Saint John the Baptist Parish on Lewis Avenue in Bedford-Stuyvesant is historic for being
the site of the first-ever campus of Saint John's University and has been served for many years by the Vincentian or-
der. Father Juan stands to be an integral part of the transition that Saint John the Baptist is undergoing. May he indeed
bring his many gifts and talents to this endeavor!

Typically, new assignments are planned with enough lead time to calmly announce them while still leaving many
weeks for parishioners to mentally and spiritually process the news, and also to plan formal farewells before depar-
ture. Since Father Juan's situation is one that has rapidly developed (I myself had only known about it for less than
two weeks before it was first announced), and the holidays are upon us, we plan to invite Father Juan back here in
early 2026 for a proper farewell and to give better thanks for his years of service here at Saint Bernadette.

While, as you may imagine, suddenly "picking up and moving" is usually not a comfortable thing to do, the life of the
priest is often a visible symbol of the ever-ongoing journey that each of us is called to always be on. Jesus Himself
said, "The foxes have holes, and the birds of the air have nests, but the Son of Man hath nowhere to lay His

head" (Matthew 8:20). We indeed inhabit this world, but we are ultimately called to the next, and so we have no last-
ing home here.

Let us pray for Father Juan as he so diligently responds to this new adventure, serving his diocese well, and, of
course, following the example of Christ.
