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Dear Parishioners,

As you are probably aware, several months ago our parishes began the implementation of the Diocesan
Reconfiguration Process and are in the stage of Formal Collaboration. Bishop Robert Brennan has
approved the parishes to enter the second stage and begin the Partnership.

Father Jeremy Canna will be the shared pastor of St. Frances Cabrini & St. Bernadette.
Father Vincent Miceli will be the Pastor of Our Lady of Grace, effective June 30, 2026.

The purpose of the Reconfiguration Process is to strengthen the relationship that already exists among
many parish communities in particular areas of our diocese and to enhance the varied ministries that each
parish offers, while collaborating or partnering with another parish.

We thank you for your support so far, and we ask that you continue to support this new stage. There are
no current plans to close either of our churches. Some critical components toward the parish partnership
will begin soon.

e A Joint Parish Pastoral Council will be formed.

e We will work toward joining our Religious Education programs.

e Additional changes to the Mass schedule could be made if needed.
e Additional shared ministries and devotions could be established.

o Ideally, our two parishes would soon share some staffing, such as a business manager, and perhaps a
youth minister or a DRE.

We will begin collaborative gatherings of staff and parish leadership in a sustained, structured manner.
These collaborative gatherings will provide the opportunity for dialogue among parish leaders and
members of the communities regarding the best way to implement the parish partnership given our
specific circumstances. The Diocesan Vicar General’s Office and Office of the Episcopal Vicars will be
available to assist as needed throughout the entire reconfiguration process. As we mentioned before, this
is an important moment for new opportunities of growth in our diocese.

We ask that you be faithful to patient discernment and be committed to creating a plan of positive
collaboration and support with our parish Clergy, Lay Leadership, and Regional Vicar as we
continue to set the roadmap for the future vitality and vibrancy of our two parishes and all parishes
in Brooklyn and Queens.

Thank you for your cooperation as we embark on this new phase of reconfiguration. If you have any
questions, please feel free to ask one of us.
